Process for Members wishing to Transfer their Club Affiliation

An individual wishing to transfer their club affiliation from their existing Club to another must comply with the following before their affiliation transfer request is completed. 

1. You must also complete Section 1 of a Club Affiliation Transfer Form and give it to your original Club for processing.

2. The Form shall be authenticated by the Club President or their appointed delegate by completing Section 2 of the form. 

3. The new Club must complete Section 3 of the Form. 

4. Once completed you must forward the fully completed Club Transfer Form to membership@petanque.nz.

5. Your membership transfer request will then be processed and you will be advised that you may represent your new club.

Notes
· A PNZ member may belong to multiple clubs but may only be registered at one affiliated club.
· A transfer may be initiated at any time. However, a member may only represent their new club at the National Club Championship if the transfer takes place in the calendar year before the Club Championship. For example, to play in the 2024 Club Championship, the transfer must have been registered by 31 December 2023.
· For a player under the age of 16, it is the parent/guardian who must be the primary signatory on the Transfer form.
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
